 Larry grew up on the family farm near Oxford, WI and was 
involved in church activities having given his life to Christ at age 
7.  In high school, Larry’s goals weren’t in the area of sports, but 
more toward what kind of speed he could get out of his motorcy-
cle, it was a lifestyle for him. 

 Larry’s interests after high school led him to MATC, then to 
Moody Bible Institute where he became interested in missionary 
aviation and spent the next two years pursuing that field, followed 
by flight training in Tennessee. The dream was not to be, how-
ever, and he returned to Madison and MATC, then back to 
Moody. His missionary heart called him to Colombia, South 
America for a short period of time. 

 Later, Larry managed a small company in Lake Geneva. He 
and Jan, whom he met while at Moody, were married the summer 
of 1980.  Four months after the wedding, a drunk driver turned his 
pickup onto the highway in front of Larry’s motorcycle.  Larry 
was plummeted face first into the pickup, basically breaking his 
face and the right side of his body. Jan spent the next 3-1/2 weeks 
at her comatose husband’s bedside. Seven weeks later Larry was 
released in Jan's care to go home to start his long and painful re-
covery. 

 Through this, God taught them to forgive the man who had 
caused the accident, also a long and painful process.  Even con-
sidering all that he and Jan suffered, and the constant reminders 
that remain to this day from an accident that happened nearly 30 
years ago, Larry was able to profess to us without reservation, 
“Whatever God deals out to you is good, no matter what the cir-
cumstances.” 

 Larry and Jan live in the Baraboo area and have two children, 
both of whom are interested in the missions field.   

 Larry closed with words taken from Matthew 6:34: 
“Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow wi ll 
worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own.”
