ATRIBUTE TO THE CHURCH ORGAN

ALLEN MODEL 201, 1978-2010
The summer of 2010 will mark the end of an era for Walnut Hill as our =

church organ will be moved to a new home. This month | feel itis only
fitting to honor this ministry tool that has served our church for the
past 32 years.

The Allen Model 201 organ was purchased on March 1, 1978 for a price
of $10,350 from Forbes-Meagher Music Company. This was a form of
newer technology of digital organs hitting the market at that time
allowing the operator to store preset tones within the console to be
recalled at the push of a button. Other features included two 61-note
keyboards (manuals), a 32-note pedalboard, 36 independent tone
options (stops) that could be mixed and matched, and 4 loudspeakers
remotely located to produce a stereo sound.

The organ was originally installed at the First Baptist Church on
Jefferson St. in Baraboo, W1 with Pastor Carl Zwart serving as the Senior
Pastor at the time. To celebrate it's arrival a professional organists was
B brought in to give a recital on the instrument. Through the years,
several organists were involved in making music on the instrument
including Pastor Carl Zwart, Cheryl Davis, Sharon Davidson, Sandy
Bauer, and Carol Behm. it's interesting to note that the church organ is
one of few instruments that use all four human limbs in order to
operate it requiring great coordination from the operator.

In 1534, the decision was made for a new building to be erected and
the church's name to be changed to Walnut Hill Bible Church. When
the church moved to it's current East 5t location, the organ moved with it and found it's place on the east side of the
platform.

So why are we relocating the organ? Ower the past 20 years, interest in organ music
and organ players have been in the decline and continue to slope downward.

College universities that once offered music degrees in church music have closed the
program due to lack of funding and interest. As any instrument sits over a period of
time it devolves electronic issues and our organ is not exempt from this cccurrence.
The organ will make noise, but unfortunately, not the noise it was originally intended
to produce. The organ has sat unused for several years and it is felt that weasa
church would be better stewards of the instrument to give it a home where it will be
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On a lighter note, through Pastor Dave's heart transplant we have experienced both
et the heartache of loss from the one who died, and the blessing of life from the one

B who lives. We will now also know the blessings of becoming an organ donor.

| Though it may feel as if we are losing a part of ourselves, we are giving life to
another through the gift.
