hese are busy times.  My mind is pulled in so many wor-
thy directions.  Let me try to pull you along with me in at 
least two areas: upcoming elections and environmental 

stewardship. 
 
I recently read an article by Julaine Appling that 
was worthy of passing on.  Julaine has spoken at 
Walnut Hill before.  She is the President of the 
Wisconsin Family Action organization.  In her 
last newsletter she included a brief article on how 

incredibly important it is to have good choices when we go to 
the polls to vote.  I couldn’t agree more and too often I have 
been frustrated with the task of voting for the “better of two 
evils.”  You can read the entire article at the web site: 
www.wifamilyaction.org.  But if you never get there let me 
summarize and give a brief definition of the characteristics she 
lists (mine from a Christian perspective, hers from a political) 
and then add a few of my own.  Good candidates need to pos-
sess the following qualities. 

1.Character: Is there a proven track record of honesty and 
trustworthiness? 
2.Integrity: Can the candidate abide by moral and ethical 
standards that are consistent with the Scriptures and the testi-
mony of the Holy Spirit. 
3.Leadership: Will the candidate do more than vote.  Will 
he/she provide leadership on critical issues. 
4.Consensus Building: Does the candidate possess the abili-
ties necessary to persuade others of the truth and conse-
quences of decisions.  Easily offended, hardhearted, timid 
and non-listening individuals will not be able to affectively 
influence others toward change. 
5.Courage: Can the candidate take a stand and hold their 
ground on non-negotiable moral issues and take the heat that 
will ensue. 
6.Perseverance: Does the candidate have the commitment 
and foresight to fight on despite setbacks and losses. 
7.Articulate: Is the candidate an effective communicator in 
print and speech. 
8.Worldview: On what set of beliefs and values does the 
candidate operate?  Are they consistent with a Christian 
world view? 
Winner: Is the candidate running to win, and is he/she will-
ing to do what it takes (ethically) to win? 

And to these I would add…  
10. Knowledgeable: Does the candidate have a background 
that will allow them to make informed decisions on behalf of 
those they represent? 
11.Wise: Does the candidate have a track record of making 
common sensible judgments?  Do they seek, recognize and 
take good counsel. 
12.  Humility:  Do they really put the interest of others above 
themselves understanding that they are a small part that must 
serve the greater good. 

 
 
Now…regarding environmental stewardship, 
every spring churches receive an informational 
package from the Sauk Co. Land Conservation 
Department encouraging them to dedicate a Sun-
day to celebrate good stewardship of the earth.  

This year’s theme is “Conservation Habits = Healthy Habitats.”  
They rightly remind us that a healthy planet is dependent on 
healthy habitats and that by providing habitat areas for animals, 
birds and insects; we help keep the balance we need for survival.  
These are good messages and I commend them for their calling 
to increase our awareness of these important issues.  
 As a pastor, my primary calling is in the creation and nur-
turing of spiritual habitats.  Spiritual health is determined by a 
person’s love for God and others in the areas of mind, heart, 
soul and strength.  Spiritually healthy individuals make for spiri-
tual healthy families that make for spiritually healthy churches.  
People, nurtured well in these environments should have a keen 
sensitivity to the truths that bring conviction regarding the 
proper care of all things created…even the habitat of earth 
worms. 
 Christians, of all peoples, must set an example not only in 
the manner in which we live our lives but also in giving the 
world a rationale for environmentally healthy living.   
 Christians do not resonate with much of the rationale that is 
being touted by well meaning environmental zealots.  Our ra-
tionale for caring for the environment is simple.  God com-
manded it and all that He commands blends consistent messages 
which serves the whole of creation… something we cannot fully 
comprehend.  Whenever we waste or wantonly destroy that 
which God has proclaimed good, we hurt and destroy ourselves 
and in doing so, we sin against God.   
 Christians understand that we are not one with nature in a 
spiritual sense.  We are stewards and have been given a position 
of responsibility to be stewards.  Christians understand that we 
alone were created in His image…the endangered sea turtles are 
not our brothers, they are our responsibility.  We also under-
stand that there is but one God who exists in three persons: Fa-
ther, Son and Holy Spirit.  We worship Him alone.  We do not 
worship the elements of nature; not trees, the sun, the harvest, 
volcanoes, cows or passion fruit.  These are pagan practices and 
it is our calling to bring these people the message of life; salva-
tion through faith in our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, through 
whom “all things were made; without Him nothing was made 
that has been made,” and through Him all things live and move 
and have their being…all things being held together by and 
through Him.  Believe it.  Live it.

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 Kyle and Katie have entered their next phase of missions as 
full time missionaries on deputation while continuing their lan-
guage learning.  The language courses have them back at Dallas 
for the graduate level literacy mega-course until May then addi-
tional support raising and more language work in France as they 
prepare for their literacy work in French-speaking Africa.   
 In addition to the preparations, they are working in the Train-
ing Department for PBT helping to arrange speakers, coordinate 
training events, and work with recruits.  They are also active in 
the local church, serving both adults and youth. Two young men 
accepted Christ last week.  
 As of the last WHBC Business Meeting, Kyle and Katie are 
accepted as full time missionaries from this church and support 
was started, being transferred from Hailes (who had requested 
that their support be discontinued due to health reasons). Please 
pray for the preparations for Africa – the language/literacy learn-
ing and the support raising.  They must be at 100% to leave. 
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 A’med continues to work through the effects of cancer.  Pray 
that his appetite would improve and his stamina would improve.  
Others are having to fill in while they are off the field, so pray for 
the college where they taught, the believers who are in difficult 
circumstances, those who are in need of discipleship as new be-
lievers, and that the women would find more markets for their 
handiwork.   
 Martha reports that Sofia is in the midst of college applica-
tions and decision making as well as AP exams and busy life at 
church and school. Gedi is doing well in his classes, finished up a 
basketball season last week and is looking forward to soccer and 
work this summer.   
 A significant trip is coming up in April.  Please pray for 
safety, stamina, and health for the travelers and for the people 
they will be meeting.  It will include a group from Wisconsin 
meeting nationals, and acquainting with the work. 
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 The team has been home a little over a month now and has 
adjusted back to work/school/life on Wisconsin time.  There was 
a sense of accomplishment coupled with the understanding that 
so much more needs to be done.   
 The team invites you to a potluck and time of sharing on 
April 25th after Third Service.  Watch the bulletin for details.  
 Pray for lasting impact on the team members, their families, 
and us as their church family. Pray also that the work done and 
relationships built will be an encouragement to the missionaries 
serving on a remote outpost far from family and friends, and yet 
one of the most beautiful locations on earth.  Pray also for the 
direction and timing of future adult missions trips. 
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 While the Saipan team was busy on a warm little island in 
the middle of the Pacific, Bob and Lois were wishing for a 
sweater as they worked along side a missionary family in Anta-
lya, Turkey for a month.  Some of the duties included cataloguing 
the resource library, and updating their computer capabilities and 
hardware.  In the process they were also able to visit some re-
markable sites from Paul’s journeys including Laodicea, Hierapo-
lis, and Ephesus.   
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 Tim traveled to Saipan with the team and then stayed a cou-
ple of additional weeks to assist with TWR – Guam as they pre-
pare for digital radio.  Tim was hoping to have more time with 
the team, but the radio stations needed his computer expertise and 
kept him hopping with the needs there. A reminder that some of 
the very important work of the kingdom is tucked away behind 
the scenes, but it is as critical as a bearing wall in a building so 
the building can do what it was designed to do.    
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 Some time to settle in and at least find the basics would be 
nice for Muehlfelts, but they have been on a fast train for months, 
it seems.  Since their December move back from Scotland to their 
new apartment in Elkhart, they haven’t had time  because they 
needed to start new duties and help with the Saipan plans. Then 
just before leaving, they  had to take care of an emergency in 
Haiti with staff due to the earthquake. They hopped the plane to 
the Pacific, worked hard, returned to pick up pieces after 5 weeks 
away, and now Ed and Dave Rhodes will be going to Haiti in 
April to assess the damage and make plans for the future.  
 Pray for stamina, and for a chance to catch their breath.   
 Praise God for an insightful friend who took care of initial 
unpacking for them and stocked the fridge before their returns.

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 The situation in Zim’ is rapidly becoming even more diffi-
cult.  The current president-for-life has declared that he will run 
again in the next election, and there is more unrest and outward 
hostility against whites, including those who were born and raised 
there.  It is becoming increasingly dangerous to be a white of any 
type, or to stand for anything that is not according to the political 
climate.  Yet in the midst of terrible hardship, incredible unem-
ployment, and uncertainty, the Bible College is growing strongly.  
A response of faith to the understanding that nothing matters 
more, or is more worthy of their life.   
 Pray for wisdom and peace in the midst of turmoil.  Pray for 
God’s hand of healing on that nation and peoples.  Pray for pro-
tection and boldness for the Christians.

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 Currently the Hypkes are very busy adjusting to their new 
home and surroundings.  They made it safely to their host family 
in Chihuahua after many delays, and are experiencing “Nuevo 
Mundo” – a new world.

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     The Silver Saints from WHBC gathered 
at the Log Cabin for their February meeting 
On Feb 25, 2010. 

     Sue Fletcher welcomed everyone, inviting 
Dale Maher, retired WHBC pastor, to offer the 

opening prayer.  Sue followed with several announcements, in-
cluding a possible afternoon away for those interested in attend-
ing the Broadway Dinner Theater in April. 

 This program will include dinner and “Legends of Country 
Music.”  Theater date is April 18, and reservations are due April 
9. 
    The familiar green note papers were then passed around for 
prayer requests.  Next Sue introduced our speaker, Pastor Tom 
Dunbar, associate pastor at the Nazarene Church. 

    Pastor Tom began his story by sharing a bit of his childhood, 
lamenting the fact that he grew up with a father in prison and an 
alcoholic mother. Each of his parents was married and divorced 
three times, which gave Tom his very fierce hatred for di-
vorce.  As an aside he mentioned that he & his wife Doris have 
been married 53 years and God has blessed them with four chil-
dren, 11 grandchildren, & two great-grandchildren.  (Great job, 
you two!) 

     There was no stability during those early years of growing up. 
Each year was marked with arguing, drunkenness and confu-
sion.  It’s no wonder that Tom hated his childhood and has few 
happy memories of those times.  His parents never took him to 
church; they never knew the power of Christ to change 
lives.  Although Tom himself accepted Christ at age 28, he had no 
role models.  

      He grew up in the Madison area, going to many different 
schools and living in many different houses.  It was the time of 
the depression so there was little money. 

    Tom lived with his grandparents during his high school years at 
Madison Central High.  He had good grades but he never had any 
vision.  At one point he ran away from home to Missouri without 
his grandparents knowledge.  When he got back they kicked him 
out.  He was then ordered by a judge to go to live with his father 
who had remarried. 

       He enjoyed his time with his dad and his new step-siblings, 
enjoying school, fishing and football.  Due to some unfortunate 
circumstances at one point he had to leave his father’s home.  He 
was given a choice of jail or the Service, so he chose to enlist in 
the Marines.  While there he made Sergeant in four years and 
went into the Navy Seabees Reserves, which later became a ca-
reer for him.  

    Tom was searching for Christ.   He was married by this time 
but he and Doris were having some struggles.  Yet divorce was 
never an option for Tom.  He remembers well saying to himself, 
“If Christ is real, I won’t get a divorce.”  He began going to a 
Wesleyan Church in Wisconsin Rapids, and one day went for-

ward in answer to an altar call. He said he will never forget how 
clean & free he felt that day. 

     Three days later as he was driving, a light suddenly appeared 
in his truck.  There was no doubt in his mind.  It was Christ!  At 
that moment, and since that moment, Tom knew that Christ was 
real.  Christ gave him the vision to complete four years of college, 
which he did.  He spent 20 years in the military, 20 years in main-
tenance at a hospital, eight years as the pastor of the Parkway 
Wesleyan Church, and at present he is an associate pastor at the 
Nazarene Church in Baraboo. 

     Pastor Tom’s final admonition to us was this:  Never give up !
