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I remember the first time I ever participated in a 
“Pro-Life” demonstration.  A group of my friends and I left 
our homes in the early morning and drove to a church in an-
other community about 3 hours away.  There were about 200 
of us gathered. (The leaders later told the press 3-400).  Those 
leading the protest prayed for God’s blessings on our mission, 
and we left the church, by bus, to a local abortion clinic.  We 
were instructed to stay on public property (the sidewalks) and 
to stay off of the private grounds of the clinic itself.  We were 
instructed to pray and to try to respectfully engage those en-
tering into the clinic in conversation about abortion and offer 
to pray with them.  Some of those who were protesting with 
us had signs that communicated pithy sayings that expressed 
truths about abortion.  Others carried signs with graphic pic-
tures of aborted babies…The pictures were real and horrify-
ingly grotesque.  Many spent the day in quiet prayer and oth-
ers stirred emotions by chanting anti-abortions slogans.  These 
chantings would erupt when ever anyone appeared who 
seemed to be coming to or going from the clinic. 
 Throughout the day very few people came and went from 
the abortion clinic.  Many others on their way into the clinic 
parking lot turned around when they saw the protestors ready 
to confront them.  I saw no protestors in conversation or 
prayer with anyone from the clinic all day.  About 3:00 in the 
afternoon an elementary school about a half a block away let 
out.  I noted that those with the dead baby pictures almost fell 
over themselves trying to vocally display their placards before 
the eyes of the dismissed children. 
 I was anxious to leave and I sensed God’s displeasure.  
Back at the church for a debriefing the leaders of the protest 
announced that we had saved the lives of 12 babies that day 
and we were all rewarded with that satisfaction.  How did the 
leaders arrive at that number?  It was an assumption based on 
the number of cars being driven by women that turned around 
rather than come into the clinic.  An accurate number?  I 
doubt it.   
 My Spirit was more than troubled.  I sensed that more 
harm was done than good for our cause.  I didn’t appreciate 
what we did nor how it was done.  My only hope was that 
God would honor the intent of those who truly loved and de-
sired to serve Him.  I sensed deception in words of the leader-
ship meant to encourage us regarding the number of lives 
saved because of our presence, and I was ashamed that a 
group of Christians were so easily self-deceived.  
 I learned some valuable lessons that day. I now under-
stand that it is not enough to know and proclaim the truth. The 
manner in which the truth is proclaimed is also critical. We 
must speak and live the truth in love and under the direction 
of the Holy Spirit. It is one thing to rally the troops and en-
courage those with whom we already agree. It is quite another 
thing to win the hearts of those with whom we disagree. 
Rarely are hearts turned to God by fleshly means.  

 The Scriptures clearly teach that God’s people are called 
to be His voice for justice and compassion on behalf of the 
afflicted, the powerless and the dispossessed.  Christians must 
address the issues and evils of the abortion industry.  The 
number of babies killed since 1973 (when the right to have an 
abortion was established by the Supreme Court) is over 
35,000,000, which makes the death tolls of various other 
holocausts seem like child’s play.   I use the holocausts as a 
comparative example because such atrocities were (or are) the 
deliberate targeting, with the intent to kill, of a specified 
group of human beings.  The wanton killing of our children is 
wrong, it is a sin against God and God’s people must continue 
to speak God’s mind and heart into our cultures.  But how?  
Let me offer you one (of many) appropriate ways.  And here’s 
the pitch…   

For one hour (1-2 p.m.) on October 4th, a Sunday af-
ternoon, in over 1400 cities and towns across the nation, mil-
lions of Americans will participate in an event called “Life 
Chain.”  In Baraboo, we will line both sides of Hwy 33 from 
the corner at Hwy 12 (where the Shoe Box stands across from 
the Kwik Trip) from west to east  towards Culvers.   We will 
be holding signs that will state one of the following 3 truths or 
a prayer: 
  1. Abortions kills children. 
  2. Adoption: the Loving Option 
  3. Abortion hurts women. 
  4. Lord, forgive our Nation. 

Our presence and message will be our protest against 
state sanctioned infanticide.  We will stand along the road in 
somber prayer.  For those who have not participated in such 
an event in the past, it may be hard.   You will see friends and 
neighbors drive by who will see you.  Some will wave and 
honk in support and others will go home, get wire hangers 
(that represent the days before abortion was legal and women 
sometimes tried to self-abort using hangers) waving the hang-
ers out their windows and making obscene gestures as they 
drive by.  Taking a public stand is easy for some and hard for 
others.  The real question ought not be, “Is it too hard?” or 
“Who may see me?” or “Do I really have time?” but rather we 
must ask ourselves, “Does my Lord want me to go and par-
ticipate?”  Commit it to prayer and be obedient.  I hope to see 
you there.

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Adult Missions Trip 
Visit Saipan with Ed & Jean Meuhfelt 

 Dates: Feb 2 - Feb 24, 2010 (Three weeks)  
 Cost: Approx. $2,000. (Airfare figured at $1,550 NWA from 
Madison, WI) plus a valid U.S. Passport.  

 Project Materials: We would like for the church to help 
provide money for the project materials.  
Costs will range from $5,000 - $10,000. The more we can help 
theFar East Broadcast Company, the more work will be available 
for us to do. Any tools we purchase will be left behind for the 
FEBC missionaries to use throughout the year.  

 Location: The FEBC mission compound is on the small is-
land of Saipan, which is located in the western Pacific Ocean. 
The island is 125 miles north of Guam and 1000 miles south of 
Japan. It is a Commonwealth of the United States and uses the 
dollar currency and has the U.S. Post Office. Although mostly 
Asian influence, English is the main language in the stores.  

 Opportunity:  FEBC has been broadcasting short-wave pro-
gramming in 16 different languages to countries in Asia for over 
25 years. They have the potential of reaching one billion people 
with the Gospel every week. Currently, the FEBC staff families 
have dwindled from 12 to three, due to decrease in mission field 
interest and the distance of the island from America.  
 We have proposed bringing in short-term volunteer teams to 
help FEBC with the larger projects that require more staff. Work 
would include carpentry (lots of termites), concrete work, electri-
cal, plumbing, landscaping, and land clearing of intruding jungle. 
We would prefer skilled labor at the core of the team. A cook is 
also welcome for preparing meals for a large group.  
 We will be going during the dry season when typhoons are 
quite rare. The temperatures are stable throughout the year and 
average 85 F during the daytime. Air-conditioners are provided at 
night but we will have to pay the high electric rates. The sun is 
very intense. It is only ideal for those who like heat and humidity 
as it’s a jungle island extremely close to the Equator. We plan to 
rent a van and take tours of the island after hours and on week-
ends.  
 The island is only 12 miles by 3.5 miles. We won’t get lost, 
and can still find plenty of WWII relics around the island to ob-
serve.  There is an international church we attend on Sunday 
mornings. Otherwise, we will be quite isolated on the FEBC com-
pound and will have to provide our own devotional times and 
worship throughout the week.

Mission Policy Update 
Short Term Mission Program    

 Over the past years the Missions Committee has spent a lot 
of effort updating the Mission Board Policy Handbook.  In the 
coming months, we will be highlighting some of the current poli-
cies.   
 Periodically, we are approached concerning support for short 
term mission trips.  The policy defines short term missions as 
mission activities that are one year or less.  The activity should be 
part of the overall strategic plan to evangelize, disciple, and build 
up the body of Christ.  Those interested in obtaining church sup-
port should contact the mission board at the beginning of the 
planning stage, and complete an application form.  Those  plan-
ning on a mission trip should be going with an approved mission 
board.  The earlier you notify the board, the more support there is 
available from the church, including identifying appropriate op-
portunities, possible financial support, mobilizing the congrega-
tion for prayer support, use of the church mailbox to keep church 
members informed of your prayer concerns, and/or distributing 
prayer needs through the church e-mails.  Early notification also 
helps in scheduling congregational prayer for your before you 
leave.  The sooner you notify the mission board, the better.

Why did He 
come?’ (Thanks for praying for 
me!) After the talk, 92 students 
turned in response cards.  Two said 
they would like to become follow-
ers of Jesus. We never know ex-

actly what they mean when they say this, but I talked with one of 
them, a Chinese scholar, who really is interested in becoming a 
believer. She studied the Bible for two years in China, believes 
in Jesus, wants to join a prayer group, and join a church. We 
didn't have a chance to really get into it, but I believe she is well 
on the way! 
 
“Thirty-six said they would like to know more about what it 
means to be a follower of Jesus. 
 
“Seventeen want to study the Bible with others. 
 
“Forty-five received a Jesus DVD in their own language. 
 
“One hundred-seventeen received a Bible in their own language 
or English. I spoke with a Muslim student from Iran, who really 
wants to read and understand the Bible. On the bus home a Chi-
nese scholar and I talked about his desire to get to know the Bi-
ble. I encouraged him to start with a Gospel. He wanted to start 
at the beginning and read right through. Not a bad idea  - that’s  
how I became a believer - but it takes a while. 
 
Every comment was a thank you note for such a wonderful day! 
 
Please pray for us as we follow through on everyone and invite 

them to our Bible studies. Especially those who said they'd like 
to learn more about Jesus, and those who wish to be in a study, 
and the two who said they wish 
to become Christ followers.  
We'll contact everyone to make 
sure they received the Bible and 
Jesus DVD in the language they 
wanted. 
 
“Sarah, my co-worker, drove a 
Chinese visiting scholar who 
came at the last minute instead of 
someone else. Huan has been in 
the USA eight months, and said 
he's only done a few fun things, 
so he was happy to learn about 
our activities. He showed Sarah 
the Chinese Bible he had just received and said, ‘This is the best 
present. My mom is a Jesus-(what do you call that?) and she 
sometimes suggests me to read the Bible.’ 
 
“He was an ‘illegal’ baby in China, as third child. His mom had 
to hide with relatives to escape a forced abortion, and went 
through years without enough food. Sarah and Huan talked about 
how God must have plans for his life, and he strongly agreed. He 
said his mom isn't educated, but she taught him to be honest and 
to work hard. Huan thinks of himself as "basically a good per-
son." So Sarah talked with him about what it means to be honest 
with others and honest before God. 
 
“In the talk, I illustrated how even a little sin destroys our rela-
tionship with God, by spitting only "a little bit of spit" into a 
glass of clean water, then asked who wanted to drink it. 

 
“It is wonderful to 
see how God has 
prepared Huan and 
others to hear the 
Gospel! Please 
pray for these pre-
cious students. 
Thanks so much 
for praying for 
us!”
